




















Farm Bill

IFAS administrators worked with industry groups
and Florida legislators to promote passage of the
tederal Food, Conservation and Energy Act of 2008,
commonly known as the Farm Bill. Enacted into law
in May and June, the $300 billion package is expected
to greatly benefit Florida agriculture. Its provisions
include $10.4 billion for nutrition programs, $7.9
billion for conservation, $466 million for specialty
crop block grants, $377 million to combat pests

and diseases and $120 million for biomass energy
research.
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
